Sir, 

We understand that BSNL management has decided to introduce six day week for personnel working in BSNL w.e.f. 1stSept,02. While we understand the basis of application of this order in respect of Gr C&D employees who have got absorbed in IDA pay scales in BSNL w.e.f 1.10.2000, what cannot be rationalised is the extension of this order to Gr B&A officers on deemed deputation to BSNL.

Let us very clearly impress upon you that not only are we deadly against imposition of such arbitrary orders but we are determined to oppose such retrograde orders tooth and nail.

For any well meaning management, it is but natural to consider and decide compensating those employees who are on deputation to BSNL and are asked to put in more hours of work than they are required to do ,

Under the circumstances, it is not only unfair but unwarranted on the part of BSNL management to ask Gr B & A officers to perform six days week without adequate and appropriate compensation. Such instructions do not only amount to coercion but are legally untenable too.

Keeping in view the enormous pressure that we are facing from the field units to boycott six day week in the absence of proper compensation, we request you to immediately consider payment of some compensation for putting in extra hours of work. We believe that immediate necessary action would be taken and we would not be pushed to the point of confrontation.
